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The literature demonstrates that there is a broad consensus amongst scholars and 
experts as to the fact accountability is ineffective at present, that these shortcomings 
encourage the non-compliance of the accepted constitutional norms, which then erode 
public trust and institutional competence in performing their constitutional roles. The 
literature demonstrates that despite scope of the debate, that there is room for a 
doctoral student to make an original contribution through a development of a normal 
theory regarding constitutions and accountability, and to develop new and novel 
solutions to the perceived problems facing the United Kingdom. In essence there is 
considerable intellectual scope for the student to construct a novel and original thesis 
on the theme of constitutional reform and the case for and against codification. In light
